	1. What does it mean to have a relationship with Jesus Christ?
	· The important decision to trust Jesus as your Lord and Savior is a personal decision.  No one can make that decision for you.  No one can tell you when to make that decision.  That is a matter between you and God.  Sure, others in your life can help you better understand what it means to have a relationship with Christ and how important that relationship is.

· We all know that no human is perfect.  But, perfection is the standard for getting into Heaven.  Since we aren’t perfect, we are separated from God and could never work hard enough to bridge the gap of separation.  That is why God’s Son, Jesus Christ, came to earth to be perfection for us and to suffer the penalty for us by giving His life in our place.

· Trusting Christ as Lord and Savior means that you believe that He is the one and only Son of God.  It means that you believe that He took our place when He gave His innocent life.  By trusting and believing in Him – who He is and what He has done – bridges the gap of separation between us and God by forgiving us and promising that we will be with Him in heaven.

	2. What is the first step?
	· When you put your trust in Christ, the first thing you do is tell Him so.  You do this by praying a real prayer to a real God.  Your prayer, in your own words, can say something like this:

Lord Jesus, I know that I have done some things wrong in my life and need your forgiveness.  I know you gave Your life on the cross for me.  I promise to turn away from the things I have done wrong and will stop doing them.  I invite you to be a part of my life.  I trust You as Savior and will follow You as Lord. Amen.

· Starting a relationship with Christ is that simple.  If you prayed a prayer similar to this, be sure to share that with someone.

· Many people call beginning a relationship with Christ “getting saved.”  This simply means that you have been saved or forgiven and have accepted His gift of a new life and the promise of heaven in the life to come.

	3. What is the next step?
	· Baptism is the next step.  We are baptized because we have been saved, not in order to be saved.  Baptism is an outward illustration of the inner cleansing that has already occurred the minute you put your faith in Christ. 

·  Christian baptism is the immersion of a believer in water symbolically representing Christ’s death, burial and resurrection.  This illustration portrays the believer, once dead in sin and now alive through faith in Christ Jesus.

	4. Is there more?

We call this having a “Quiet Time” with God…
	· YES!  By accepting Christ, your life does not instantly become perfect.  But, by turning your life over to Him, day by day, moment by moment, you allow Him to make a transformation in your life.  Spend time with Him daily in prayer and reading His Word, the Bible to learn more about Him and how He wants us to live our lives.

· To help with getting started, included in this packet is “The Gift New Testament.”  

i. Beginning on page xiii are 30 days worth of “devotionals” or daily readings to help you get started.

ii. The Top Ten Truths of the Bible are found on page 391 to give you an overview.

iii. A Topical Concordance or Index to where to find things in the Bible is found beginning on page 409.

	5. How do I get more help or information?

We call this “fellowship…”
	· The good news is that you are not alone in your search and new walk with Christ.  Included in this packet is a list of bible studies offered by the church to help you learn and grow as a Christian, but also to get to know other Christians who are “going through growing” as well.  We call these bible studies LifePoint Groups because they are where friendships are made, hearts are touched, and lives are pointed to the Savior.  

	6. The importance of worship.
	· In addition to bible study, prayer and fellowship, the worship time during Church services is where Christians can come together and honor God as a group by singing songs of worship to Him and hearing a message from His Word, the Bible.

· Worship is intended to be a time where we focus on God.  He is the audience.
